With reference to the subject cited above, it is stated that any institution desiring approval of B.Pharm course under section 12 of the Pharmacy Act, 1948 for the purpose of qualifying for registration as a pharmacist, has to apply to PCI in the Standard Inspection Form called SIF in triplicate along with the letter of consent/affiliation of the Examining Authority/University.
